There will be 3 categories for contributions to the conference: 

1. Descriptions of breeding and research programs

2. Scientific Papers

3. Forums for discussion

Each participant must at least contribute a paper for category 1. If there are several participants from the same program that may jointly write that paper. Or if the person is new to this crop, they must submit a statement of their interest.  Categories 2 and 3 are optional, but very important.

Suggestions for each category:
1. Descriptions of breeding and research programs

(The paper should be at least 3 pages long, feel free to include photos)

a) Include an abstract at the beginning

 
b) Background & History: 



What year did breeding or research start?



Who funds or encourages this research?



Is the program only on Lonicera or are there are crops involved?



How has the program changed through time?



Who are the key people in the program?



What other institutions or groups do you work with closely?

How many farmers are growing this crop in your area? Is it a new or old crop for them? 




c) Goals: 



What are the main objectives of the program?



What type of end user will use your varieties or research? (farmers, gardeners, companies)



Are you breeding for a specific province, country, area or climate? 

d) Activity Level:



If breeding, how many crosses do you do each year and how many seedlings do you plant?



Describe your selection process and the steps you go through to decide what can be a new cultivar.



What characteristics do you evaluate in your program? 



Which traits are most important?


e) Germplasm

Describe the extent of your variety collection. If possible list cultivar names and who you got them from.



Do you gather plants from the wild?



How many seedlings do you have?



Are there certain varieties that are more important to you?


f) Accomplishments



How many varieties have been released, especially in the past 10 years?

Include a chart or table describing your program’s more notable cultivars (5 or 10) with details on their advantages and disadvantage, parents used, year release, breeder, etc.
Have you written grower manuals, books or published papers on this crop?

   g) Challenges



What problems are you most concerned with? 



Do you think you will resolve these problems?

h) Future



What do you plan for the near and distant future for the program?



Are there areas you would like to have outside cooperation?

2. Scientific Papers could be on any of the following topics:


a) Introduction of Haskap and prospects for its practical use.

b) Physiology, biology and biochemistry of Haskap varieties (especially from your institution).

c) Technology of haskap cultivation, farming and mechanization.

d) Value added processing of Haskap fruit for food, additives, pharmaceuticals.

e) Nutritional studies

f) Economics of Haskap production or marketing studies


g) Breeding, genetic, or propagation studies. This could include variety trials or in depth description of new cultivars being released.
3. Forums for discussion


Describe an area of concern that you would like researchers to discuss. Perhaps this could be an area that you have already listed as a challenge, or some observation or theory that you are curious about. Ideally you would give some background to this area.  The editorial board will look at all suggested areas of discussion and decide which ones will be used for the conference.
WORKING LANGUAGES OF THE CONFERENCE: English and Russian
Please submit papers in Russian or English or both. The abstracts and table headings will be translated into both languages. If the authors are capable of writing in both languages, this would be ideal, but we are willing to help.  Initially we will use a computer program to translate and then the editorial board will refine the translation. If you are capable of assisting with translation, please let us know.  All articles must be submitted in electronic form to allow computer translations.
CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION IN THE CONFERENCE

The conference will attended by leading experts, young scientists and graduate students of Russia and foreign countries, who are studying Blue Honeysuckles / Haskap. To participate, send an e-mail or letter to the editorial board on or before 10 March, 2009.

10 March 2009: deadline for application fees and articles.  Editorial board will work on translations

23 March 2009 Conference begins


Articles will be available for viewing. Forums will be ongoing throughout the month.  Also questions will be posted, linked to individual papers and the authors will post their answers. 

23 April 2009 Conference ends.  

Depending on the amount and type of questions asked and if the authors have the time, authors may wish to revise their papers. Otherwise, the Editorial Board will decide which questions and answers have merit and will be included in the proceedings.


Regarding the Forums, the Editorial Board may ask for volunteers or groups of volunteers to summarize and edit the discussion forums.  Likely it will be those who asked many questions or who gave many good answers or who started a particular forum. Or member of the editorial board will take on this task.
23 May 2009 Deadline to submit revisions of papers and forum summaries. These will again need to be translated and edited by the board.

Authors’ names: Line under Institution name, same font as Institution name, centered.  Use initials for given names.
Contact Information: Font size 9, all lowercase letters, the full name of the organization.  In the same line, separated by commas are: country, city,  telephone, E-mail (optional), website (optional). 
Text: Starts after a blank line after the name of the institution, aligned to both left and right margins, paragraph indention 1 cm, with automatic automatic hyphenation.

3. The volume of material - 3 or more pages (in full).

4. The materials presented in electronic form sent by e-mail as an attachment, and in electronic media in the mail.

5. The Editorial Board reserves the right to edit text, and reject messages that do not conform to the subject or the rules of registration.
